Matt Lamb Studios


Color and texture, beauty and mystery, a passion for peace and a profound sense of hope: For 25 years, these have been the cornerstones of painter Matt Lamb’s singular art and vision.  Now you can share in this vision through Matt Lamb Studios, the official worldwide representative of the Lamb fine-art collection.  While Matt Lamb himself continues to paint prolifically and advance his international peace programs, he has entrusted Matt Lamb Studios with the privilege of showcasing his artwork and promoting the Lamb brand.  Under the stewardship of his daughter, the artist and entrepreneur Sheila Lamb-Gabler, and renowned businessman David Sabin, Matt Lamb Studios mounts public and invitation-only showings of the artist’s dramatically composed, richly textural paintings throughout the world.  Lamb-Gabler, the company’s President and CEO, and Sabin, the firm’s Chairman of the Board, work together closely to produce ravishing, thought-provoking exhibitions culled from the artist’s private archives.  Many of the works exhibited have never before been publicly shown, affording collectors a unique opportunity to peruse and purchase choice selections before they are viewed by curators and museum directors.

Lamb himself often attends these showings, speaking animatedly about his inspirations and process.  Event locations include Chicago, St. Louis, Napa Valley, Shanghai, São Paolo, Dartmouth College (Hanover, NH), and many more.  A portion of each painting’s sales benefits charitable outreach programs such as the Lamb Umbrellas for Peace, which has fostered the values of tolerance, hope, and love in nearly 600,000 school children from Washington, D.C. to Buenos Aires to Berlin.  Proceeds also support efforts to establish museums and touring exhibitions in which Lamb’s paintings will be shown alongside work by the late, great Spanish surrealist Salvador Dalí.  These curatorial ventures provide an opportunity for art lovers to learn more about the lineage linking Matt Lamb to the Spanish surrealists, a connection noted by scholars including Spanish art historian Arnau Puig, Dalí expert Juan Javier Bofill, and critic Josep Félix Bentz, who has hailed Lamb as “a complete, authentic artist and I daresay a genius.”

Matt Lamb (born 1932) has had one-person shows at the State Russian Museum (St. Petersburg), Centre Picasso (Horta, Spain), Centre Joan Miro (Montroig, Spain), Museo di Sant’Apollonia (Venice), Espace Pierre Cardin (Paris), Westminster Cathedral (London), Grant Gallery (New York City), ArtSpace Virginia Miller Galleries (Miami), Judy Saslow Gallery (Chicago), and the Vatican Museums of Modern Art.  He has been lauded as “an artist who celebrates life with big, free shapes and unabashed color” (Sister Wendy Becket, The Catholic Herald), whose “paintings seize the viewer on an emotional level with freewheeling, joyous movement and exuberant, earthy colors” (Margaret Hawkins,  Chicago Sun-Times).  His work has been also been favorably reviewed in publications such as ARTnews, Raw Vision, The Times of London, The Miami Herald, and The New Art Examiner.  Art historians who have written about Lamb include prolific critic Donald Kuspitt, Alexander Borovsky (curator of contemporary art, State Russian Museum), Angela Tamvaki (curator, National Gallery of Art, Athens), and Richard Speer, author of Lamb’s 2005 biography, Matt Lamb:  The Art of Success (John Wiley & Sons).  For his artistic innovations and humanitarian passions, Matt Lamb has been invested with the AEFE European Gold Cross, two Papal knighthoods, and an honorary doctorate.  Working in studios in the United States, Europe, and South America, he paints abstract, semi-abstract, and figurative works whose brash colors, gonzo surfaces, and eerie, ethereal imagery finesse the line between extravagance and enigma.  With paintings in major institutional, corporate, and private collections, Lamb is one of today’s most intriguing and sought-after contemporary artists.
